3% Give to every man that asketh of thee; and of him
that taketh away thy goods ask them not again.

3! And as ye would that men should do to you, do
ye also to them likewise.

32 For if ye love them which love you, what thank
have ye? for sinners also love those that love them.
3 And if ye do good to them which do good to you,
what thank have ye? for sinners also do even the
same.

3% And if ye lend to them of whom ye hope to
receive, what thank have ye? for sinners also lend to
sinners, to receive as much again.

3> But love ye your enemies, and do good, and lend,
hoping for nothing again; and your reward shall be
great, and ye shall be the children of the Highest:
for he is kind unto the unthankful and to the evil.

3% Be ye therefore merciful, as your Father also is
merciful.

37 Judge not, and ye shall not be judged: condemn
not, and ye shall not be condemned: forgive, and ye
shall be forgiven:

3% Give, and it shall be given unto you; good
measure, pressed down, and shaken together, and
running over, shall men give into your bosom. For
with the same measure that ye mete withal it shall
be measured to you again.

3% And he spake a parable unto them, Can the blind
lead the blind? shall they not both fall into the
ditch?

*! And why beholdest thou the mote that is in thy
brother's eye, but perceivest not the beam that is in
thine own eye?

“2 Either how canst thou say to thy brother, Brother,
let me pull out the mote that is in thine eye, when
thou thyself beholdest not the beam that is in thine
own eye? Thou hypocrite, cast out first the beam
out of thine own eye, and then shalt thou see clearly
to pull out the mote that is in thy brother's eye.

v But wisdom is justified of all her children.

3% And one of the Pharisees desired him that he
would eat with him. And he went into the Pharisee's
house, and sat down to meat.

37 And, behold, a woman in the city, which was a
sinner, when she knew that Jesus sat at meat in the
Pharisee's house, brought an alabaster box of
ointment,

3% And stood at his feet behind him weeping, and
began to wash his feet with tears, and did wipe them
with the hairs of her head, and kissed his feet, and
anointed them with the ointment.

% Now when the Pharisee which had bidden him
saw it, he spake within himself, saying, This man, if
he were a prophet, would have known who and
what manner of woman this is that toucheth him:

I entered into thine
house, thou gavest me no water for my feet: but she
hath washed my feet with tears, and wiped them
with the hairs of her head.

* Thou gavest me no kiss: but this woman since the
time I came in hath not ceased to kiss my feet.

% My head with oil thou didst not anoint: but this
woman hath anointed my feet with ointment.

*® And he said unto her, Thy sins are forgiven.

* And they that sat at meat with him began to say
within themselves, Who is this that forgiveth sins
also?

>0 And he said to the woman, Thy faith hath saved
thee; go in peace.

Chapter 8

' And it came to pass afterward, that he went
throughout every city and village, preaching and
shewing the glad tidings of the kingdom of God:

' For nothing is secret, that shall not be made
manifest; neither any thing hid, that shall not be
known and come abroad.

* And he said unto her, Daughter, be of good
comfort: thy faith hath made thee whole; go in
